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The ACAAI Annual Meeting will include abstract presentations of original research and clinical cases
of interest to allergists/immunologists and fellows-in-training. Attendees will have an opportunity for
meaningful discussion and constructive critique of recent research findings and observations made at the
bedside, the clinic and in the laboratory.

Oral abstract presentations are scheduled Sunday and Monday, Nov. 8-9. Case and research presenters
are allotted 10 minutes for presentation and five minutes for discussion. The author presenting must be
well versed in all aspects of the abstract presented.

Authors of abstracts accepted for poster presentation will display their scientific posters on Saturday and
Sunday, Nov. 7-8, and are requested to be present at their posters during the lunch hour on those days.

Authors of abstracts accepted for the XIII International Food Allergy Symposium on Thursday,
Nov. 5, may be presented orally or as poster on that day.

Since accepted abstracts will be published in the Annals of Allergy, Asthma & Immunology, the abstract
peer review process will follow human research ethical guidelines. For all research studies involving
human subjects, IRB approval and certification of informed consent from the research participants must
be indicated in the body of the abstract. Suggested content is “Approval was obtained from the (specific
name) IRB and (oral or written) informed consent obtained from all research subjects.” This sentence is
not required for case reports or case series (defined as anonymous data gathered from patient records
considered to be part of standard medical practice).

NOTE: Papers scheduled for publication prior to the ACAAI meeting date – or which have been
presented at national meetings of other organizations – should not be submitted.

All abstracts must be submitted online at www.acaai.org by July 15, 2009.
Abstracts will not be considered after this date.

First Year FITs (only) may submit abstracts for consideration of a poster presentation as late
as August 14, 2009 (deadline).

SUBMISSION PROCESS:
Abstracts must be submitted online. The easy-to-use system will allow you greater control and the
ability to make revisions to the abstract until the July 15, 2009 deadline (or Aug. 14 for first-year FITs).

To submit an abstract, logon to ACAAI’s web site at www.acaai.org and click on the “2009 Annual
Meeting Abstract Submission” link. Screen prompts will guide you through the process.

Abstracts related to food allergy may be submitted and considered for presentation at either or at both
the International Food Allergy Symposium and the 2009 Annual Meeting.

I N S T R U C T I O N S
Please adhere strictly to these instructions in preparing your abstract:

INTRODUCTION:
The introduction should be two or three brief
sentences and contain the reason the study was
inaugurated and what the object of the study was
(what could be gained).

METHODS:
A description of the methods necessary to evaluate
the study must be included (i.e., retrospective chart
review, prospective trial, etc.). Detailed descriptions
of laboratory techniques should not be included
(i.e., measurements were made of calcium, phos-
phate and creatinine). Do not mention the insti-
tute where the work was performed in the body
or title of the abstract.

RESULTS:
The results should occupy one-half to two-thirds of
the abstract. Specific data necessary to evaluate
the abstract should be included. Include any
additional data you believe would enhance the
abstract. Statements to the effect: “…data will be
discussed at the presentation” are grounds for
refusal of the abstract.

CONCLUSIONS:
The conclusion should be no more than two or
three sentences indicating the significance of the
results in terms of what was originally designed.

REMEMBER:
1. Why did you do the study?
2. How was it done?
3. What did you find?
4. What is the importance of your findings?
5. Indicate IRB approval or animal use for research.

SOME REASONS WHY ABSTRACTS
ARE TURNED DOWN:
1. Previously reported study
2. Paper presented or published elsewhere
3. Too little data
4. Inadequate controls
5. Methods of study not indicated
6. Insignificant study
7. Poorly written presentation
8. Conclusion is questionable in relationship

to data presented
9. Failure to indicate animal use or IRB approval

• Abstracts reporting experiments on humans
require written authorization from an Institutional
Review Board (IRB).

• Abstracts reporting experiments on animals
require written authorization from an animal
use committee.

• Case presentations that describe routine labor-
atory tests and/or routine therapy do not require
IRB approval; however, if a patient has been treat-
ed with an investigational drug or device, IRB
approval is required.

• All authors whose names appear on the abstract
must have approved of its submission to ACAAI
for possible presentation and publication.

• Notification of the Abstract Review Committee’s
decision will be made in September, 2009.

• Abstracts accepted for presentation at the ACAAI
Annual Meeting will be published exactly as sub-
mitted and accepted or withdrawn from publica-
tion. NO EXCEPTIONS.

• Expenses associated with the submission and
preparation of an abstract are the responsibility
of the presenter.

• Submission of an abstract does not constitute
registration for the annual meeting. Authors
of accepted abstracts are expected to register
for the meeting and pay the meeting registra-
tion fee.
